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These minutes summarize the key issues of the Provider Growth and Development Committee.  They do not include all issues discussed. 
 
Ms. Buchbinder called the meeting to order.  The following members were present: Mr. Hugh Brockington and Ms. Michele Rawls.  The following members were absent: Ms. Cindy Winkle and Dr. Joanne Greata.  The following staff members were present: Ms. Lesha Buchbinder, Ms. Close and Ms. Brinck

Ms. Buchbinder stated the reason for the meeting was to review the Mini Grant Applications submitted by Providers.  The original deadline given the providers was March 31, 2011.  A large number of those applications received by that deadline were missing information and they were then given the opportunity to send in the missing information by April 12, 2011. If the missing documentation was received, then their applications would be considered if the committee agreed.  

It was decided by the committee that the applications received by the first deadline that were all complete would be considered 1st Round Applications and the applications that sent in their missing documentation by the second deadline were considered 2nd Round Applications. It was then discussed that the 2nd Round Applications award should be less that the 1st Round Applications.   The committee approved that the amount of the award for 1st Round Applications for Centers would be $2,000.00 and for 2nd Round Applications for Centers would be $1,000.00; for 1st Round Applications for Family Homes would be $1,000.00 and for 2nd Round Applications for Family Homes would be $500.00.  The committee also voted that no grant would be awarded unless the Provider had a passing ITERS/ECERS or FCCERS score in either the first assessment or in the reassessment.

Ms. Close explained to the committee how the applications were reviewed and how they were scored. As each application was reviewed, the committee discussed each score. Each grant was given a percentage score based on the points received out of the possible 170 points that could be earned. After some discussion, the committee approved grant dollars to be awarded to those centers or homes that scored 56% and above.
