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Meeting was held with:  Jeanie Rowin, Board member; Lesha Buchbinder, Executive Director, ELCLC; and Patsy Grant, Contract Manager, ELCLC in attendance.

Ms. Buchbinder began the meeting with opening remarks that Mr. Pruitt would need to excuse himself from the committee, for an indefinite period of time, due to his wife’s health concerns.  She also stated that Mr. Brockington may not be able to attend the meeting, and would meet with Ms. Buchbinder individually at a later time.

The previous meeting’s (1-22-10) minutes were read and approved.
 
Ms. Buchbinder reviewed Conflict of Interest forms with Ms. Rowin, who read and signed them for filing in the Coalition’s contract file.  

Ms. Buchbinder said that only one application had been received in response to the Coalition’s ITN and it was from LifeStream Behavioral Center Inc. (LSBC), who is the Coalition’s present sub-contractor.  She went on to describe the format of LSBC’s response and the format of the Evaluation Tool including the:
scoring criteria and procedure,
point value criteria,
maximum score possible, 
fatal criteria,
individual components of award,
budget format,
signed attestation (Appendix F) checklist, and
organizational capacity.

The group discussed how scoring of the response was to be done; that it must be carried out individually, after which the committee would come together, formulating a summary scoring sheet of all of the members scores.  At this time questions would be collected for the program negotiations that would take place with LSBC. 

The results of the evaluations and negotiations would be the basis for the committee’s recommendation to the ELCLC Board for contract approval.







Ms. Buchbinder reminded the committee that the Coalition may contract for all or for parts of the services described in the ITN:

Early Learning Component 1) Child Care Eligibility and Enrollment Management and Provider Fiscal and Administrative Services; 
Early Learning Component 2) Child Care Resource & Referral; 
Early Learning Component 3) Child Development Services; and 
Early Learning Component 4) Voluntary Pre-Kindergarten Services.  

General discussion ensued regarding the connection between the programmatic, organizational and financial aspects of the response, along with how they fit into the program and pricing negotiations that would follow the evaluations.

    It was decided that the proposed time for evaluation completion would be 5/14/10 and the       
    committee’s next meeting would be the first part of the week of 5/17/10.  Program and pricing  
    negotiations with LSBC are proposed for the latter part of the week of 5/17/10.

    Committee recommendation to the ELCLC Board for contract approval will be at their June 
    Board meeting, June 2, 2010.

    With no further discussion, the meeting was adjourned at 9:00 a.m.
