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[image: ELCLC_logo][image: ELCLC_logo]These minutes summarize the key issues of the ELCLC Screening & Assessment Committee Teleconference on held at the Early Learning Coalition of Lake County.

Ms. Buchbinder called the meeting to order at 2:00 p.m.  The following Committee members were present via conference call:  Ms. Michele Rawls, Ms. Cindy Winkle, Dr. Joanne Greata, and Ms. Nancy Allison. The following member was absent:  Ms. Marie Carlberg.  The following staff was present:  Ms. Lesha Buchbinder and Ms. Laura Close. 

Ms. Buchbinder opened the meeting with a review of the last meeting of the Committee and the discussion at the state level about the development of a potential statewide screening and assessment tool.  Ms. Buchbinder commented that nothing definite has been released at this time.  Ms. Buchbinder gave a history of the various tools that have been used at the Coalition going back to 2003.  Ms. Buchbinder commented that our target for doing the assessments if for children birth to four, who are in care full time. 

The Committee members discussed various tools relating to developmental, cognitive, emergent literacy, phonemic awareness and letter naming.  The members also had dialogue about the various levels of the LAP-D and LAP3.    Dr. Greata commented that these are basically developmental tools.  Dr. Greata suggested that the Coalition use the current ASQ’s as the screening tool and then follow with the LAP3.  Ms. Close shared information from the publisher website to show that the tools being discussed were assessments.  The various tools listed were of an assessment or screening variety.  The tools being proposed are assessments. . 

Ms. Buchbinder talked about performing the required random samples of 25 screenings at 40 centers; however the timeframe allowed is only a two month window to do the pre and post tests.  The group agreed that they would like to have an assessment tool similar to that used by VPK that would gauge math and reading skills. 

Ms. Buchbinder stated that she would get some revised quotes for the LAP-D and would look into getting a new quote for the LAP-3 as well as the E-LAP.  Ms. Buchbinder asked Ms. Close to look at the LAP-D and the LAP-3 and do a comparison on the pro/cons to present to the committee. 

There was no further discussion.
